"Barnyard Buddies: Perry Parrot Finds a Purpose” is an 
imaginative story about discovery.  Perry, a young parrot, grows 
up on a farm and one day becomes aware that all of his barnyard 
friends have jobs to do.   As the rest of the animals set off to do 
their daily chores, Perry looks closely at the roles his friends play 
on the farm and contemplates where he fits in.  Young readers will 

have fun with this story and the rhyming text as Perry tries to figure out what 
his purpose really is.  

Children enjoy songs that they recognize and can sing along to, 
as well as ones that allow them to express movement.  Daryl has 
taken classic nursery rhymes and turned them into foot tapping, 
hand clapping sing-a-long songs. Humpty Dumpty, Little Miss 
Muffet, Itsy Bitsy Spider, No More Monkeys, Wheels On The 

Bus and fun originals like Bill the Bats Birthday Bash and more.

lings and the positive support of family but let’s not forget this is a picture 
book and Mr. Cobb writes stories because he wants children to have fun.  
Children will not be disappointed with his latest book because there is plenty

Bill the Bat in his goofy aerial goggles and scarf, with visits from his friends Cal the cat, 
Mike the mouse and Al the owl. This is the first of the Bill the bat books to introduce his 
family and Manuela Pentangelo does it with creative fun, so come join Bill the bat as he 
baby sits his little sister Bella. This book is colorful, fun and the story is heartfelt. The 
surprise ending will have the kids asking questions and the fun bat facts that have been 
added really make this the best Bill the bat book to date.

dren’s picture book about a lost bat and his search for home. The animals 
in “Bill the Bat” view the world from a human perspective and demonstrate 
problem solving skills. This book is beautifully illustrated by Italian artist 
Manuela Pentangelo and is told in a rhythmic cadence that makes the story 

as much fun for mom and dad as it is for the children. Bill is a bat like no other -- a 
whimsical, Disney-type character dressed with aerial goggles and radar.  The story is 
cleverly written by Daryl K. Cobb and is the first in a series of Bill the bat. 36pp

as much fun to read as the first, with a little added humor for moms and dads to enjoy. 
Manuela Pentangelo tops her first effort with illustrations that are even more colorful this 
time around.

Parents, how often do your children tell you, “I love you”? And 
how often do you tell them, “I love you”? In this wonderfully sweet 
children’s picture book by Daryl K. Cobb, the joyful love of family 
is portrayed not only by the rhyming text but also by the color-

ful, striking illustrations by Traci Van Wagoner. A little girl and her daddy 
sit together, play together, and hug each other. She tells her daddy every day 
that she loves him. Parents, perhaps with a little tear in their eye, will cer-
tainly appreciate the story, and children  will not only enjoy it but undoubt-
edly learn from its subtle message the value of family relationships. 36pp

“Count with Daniel Dinosaur is a wonderful counting story. 
Come and join Daniel and his sister Sue for some counting fun. 
Seek and find pages have been added to the end of the book for 
interactive entertainment. There are some fun dinosaur facts, as 

well (did you know they’ve found dinosaur fossils in New Jersey?)” 

Daryl K. Cobb’s “Henry Hare’s Floppy Socks” is a fun rhym-
ing picture book about a hare who just can’t keep his socks from 
falling down. All of his friends come together to try to help Henry 

find a solution to this problem. Margot Miller creates colorful illustrations 
from household textures and helps makes this story fun to read and look at.                                           

Boy on the Hill by Daryl K. Cobb,  As a child, did you ever 
wonder how the clouds could look like animals, planes and so 
many other fun things? Daryl K. Cobb did, and in his mind he 
always dreamed there had to be someone out there sculpting these 

beautiful billowy shapes. “Boy on the Hill” perfectly captures this source 
of childhood amusement with whimsical illustrations by Abigail Daker.  

Bill the Bat Finds His Way Home
